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Morning News Summary
US Stocks Gain After Positive Jobless Claims Data
US stocks gained following a better-than-expected February jobs report. The 
Dow Jones was up +1.2%, the Nasdaq +1.5% and the S&P 500 added +1.4%. 
The Federal Reserve reported that consumer borrowing rose in January to break 
a record 11 straight months of declines. The gain came from an increase in 
auto loans. The jobs report showed that employers cut 36,000 jobs last month, 
better than economists’ forecasts. The unemployment rate also held steady at 
9.7%.

Five stocks rose for every one that fell on the New York Stock Exchange, where 
consolidated volume rose to 4.2bn shares from 4bn the previous day. Apple 
rose +3.9% following the announcement of the launch date for the iPad. Energy 
companies were among the biggest winners on the day as oil rose to $81.50 a 
barrel. Chevron rose $1.22 while ExxonMobil rose $1.07. Financial stocks also 
got a boost from the improved employment numbers.

UK Stocks Rise To 18-Month High
UK stocks gained (+1.3%), lifting the FTSE 100 Index to its highest level since 
September 2008 as mining companies gained. Xstrata (+5.6%) led mining 
shares higher after a lower-than-expected drop in US payrolls. Rio Tinto 
advanced +2.7% and Antofagasta was up +3.8%.

UBM jumped +6.6% after the publisher reported an FY09 profi t ahead of market 
expectations. Tate &Lyle climbed +3.0% following a recommendation upgrade 
to “outperform.” Prudential added +1.4% after the insurer announced that 30 
additional lenders have agreed to underwrite the $20bn rights offer to fund its 
purchase of AIG’s Asian unit.

Asian Stocks Gain On Weaker Yen 
Asian stocks rose after US jobless claims fell and the yen weakened on 
speculation the Bank of Japan will ease monetary policy settings. The Nikkei 
ended the week +2.4%, adding +2.2% on Friday, the biggest gain since the 
end of the year. The MSCI Asia Pacifi c Index and the Hang Seng were both up 
+1.0%. 

Canon jumped +3.3% and Sony was up +3.4% on optimism the weaker yen 
will boost exports. Kawasaki Kisen Kaisha advanced +4.9% following a rating 
upgrade to “outperform.”

ASX 200 Flat
The ASX 200 reversed earlier gains to close up slightly for the day (+0.3%). The 
health care and consumer discretionary sectors were the stand-out performers 
with CSL Limited (+2.5%), Sonic Healthcare (+1.7%), Crown (+2.4%) and 
News Corp (+2.0%). Meanwhile, Toll Holdings (-1.2%) and Worleyparsons 
(-1.1%) were two of the main declines for the day.

Crude and Gold Gain
Crude oil gained +1.6% to $81.50, while gold was up slightly (+0.2%) to close 
at $1,134.65.
